We would like to
satroduce bim to a few hard-headed Cath-
ol friecds of ours, whom we have in vain
endeavored 1o set straight in politics. It
is very evident that they have either not
yet seen the epi:copal mandate which the
editor talks about, or else they are treat-
ing 1t with great contempt.

We have been 1old by several of our
friends that they feared a wrong construc-
tior: would be put upon our remarks of two
weeks ago, touching the imprapriety of
bringing the question of religion into dis-
cussions about party politics. They sy
that many will construe our defense of
Major Breckinridge from the charge which
has been brought agzainst him, of enmity
towards his Catholic fellow.citizens, into a
defense of his preseot position as an aspi-
rant for the Presidency. We can scarce-
ly think that any could so far mistake us
Qur priacipal object, in writing the artidle,
was toshow the folly, if oot the wicked-
ness, of those who would briug into the
party politics of the eountry the subject of
religion.

Open the coor,
and there would be niany frivolous excuses
for divorces. He did not want this Gov-
ernnent 1o interfere with the subject.

Suggestions for the Poapls.

In consideration of the existing condi-
tion of the people of New Mexico we will
make a few suggestions for their consid-
eration, not knowing whether they will
meet with approval or not. Itis absolute-
ly pecessary that something should be
done for protection and it is with a view
to endeavor to have some practiced meh-
od adopted that we may venture a few
words on the subject.

All must have been long since convin.
ced, that it is needless tolook to the ariny
under its present d for assi
Every appea! of the prople 10 that func-
tionary has been disregarded. Report of
depredations, oft repeated, have oot sufficed
10 arouse the Commandant to a eense of
duty. Inaction is the governing rule of
his life and 1t seewns he will not depart
from it. Nor will he countenance or ad-
vise with those of the Federal Offlcers
who wish 10 intervene in behalf of the
people. What thcy would do he seems
to prevent if possitle. Uufortunately in
the exercise of Military authority there is
enough power vested in him to enable him
to thwart other officials in the perform-
ance of their duties. As an instavce of
this read the correspondence published in
this day’s paper between Governor Rench-
eragd Capt. Shoemaker. During the
last few months other cases of a similer
characer have occurred.
