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An Lao Valley
Offensive Rolls

SAIGON (UPI) —The toll of
Communist dead in the massive
hunt-and-destroy offensive
slong the northeast coast of
South Viet Nam topped 1,400
today when US. and South
Vietnamese forces reported 388
Viet Cong killed in a series of
air strikes, ambushes, attacks
and counterattacks,

A multi-battalion allied force
has been sweeping the country-
side 300 to 320 miles mortheast
of Saigon since Jan. 25 in
operations called White Wing,
Masher and Eagle’s Claw. The
anti-Communist drive is concen.
trated around Bong Son, 310
miles northeast of here,
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“Flying Horsemen® of the
US. 1st Air Cavalry Division
reported killing 88 Commu-
nists in fierce fighting today in
tice paddies in the An Lao
Valley, 15 miles southwest of
Bpng Son. Two Americans were
killed ¢rying to rescue a
wounded comrade.

It brought to 232 Ekmown
Communist dead the toll taken
by the Ist Cavalry alone since
operatica Eagle's Claw was
launched last Friday. American
casualties have been light.

Col. Hal Moore of Bardstown,
EKy., commeander of the 3rd
Brigade, said, “For the first
few days i was a real turkey

““The fantastic thing is all the
weapons we have captured,” he
added,

“We think we just took them
completely by surprise,” Moore
said.

Other st Cavalry troops who
followed attacking Skyraider
planes into countryside 20 miles
north of Bong Son reported
finding 100 Viet Cong bodies
scattered over the area. The
planes used “all types of
ordinance” on the Communist
positions, a U. S. Air Force
spokesman said.

Vietnamese paratroopers par-
teipating in ¢the same operation
reported Kkilling 200 Viet Cong
Monday night 12 miles north of
Bong Son.

Six Americans aboard a
epeeding 50-foot patrol boat
were killed or wounded when
the craft struck a mine in the
Gulf of Siam 145 miles
southwest of Saigon, 2 U. S.
military spokesman reported
today.

The jncid 1t occurred Mon-
day while the heavily armed
vessel cruised at 30 knots about
250 miles offshore.
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Survivors of the sunken craft
were picked up by other patrol
boats. The American spokes-
san said the mine apparently
was command-detonated.

Strategic Air Command
(SAC) B52 bombers from
Guam today struck targets
along the Cambedian border 65
miles west of Saigon. The
bombs were intended for
waderground installations in the
Communist stronghold of Tay
Nich province known as *Zone

Mrs. Kreigh said Sunday she
had been working without suc-
cess sinee August, 1984, to per-
suade the school board to inte-
grate the public schools. Dr.
Shaw countered by saying they
already are well-integrated.
“Columbia school patrons are
pleased with our progress,” he
said, “and it is & matter of
record that the Board of Edu-
cation has adopted a policy of
immediate compliance with the
1864 Suprems Court decision
which requires all public schools
to integrate.”
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Dr. Shaw said almost every
school through the 12 grades
has some Negro students. The
one exception may be Douglass
School on 316 North Providence
Rd. which is in the.heart of
the city’s urban renewal proj-
ect. The project’s low income
housing sres predominantly is

‘“Douglass is predominantly
Megro,” Dr. Shaw admitted,
“but it is in a section of the
city that is nearly 100 per cent
Negro.”

Since
then they also have moved the
junior high students to Hick-
man,
