In an clection year, supporting big tax cuts is
goad politics — no voter likes to pay taxes. And
since Kemp-Roth theorists do not call for simi-

Not swprisingly, the GOP used Kemp-Bath
as a mnajor congressional catmpaign issue in
1978, and all three of Missouri’s Republicans in
Congress have supported the tax-cut plan.

John Danforth says he wouid
still favor Kemp-Roth, especially in its latest
version, which inclndes a provision putting
some limit on federal as a percentage
of Gross National Product. The state’s two GOP
congressmen, Rep. Gene Taylor, R-Sarcoxie,

and Rep. Tbomas Caleman, R-Kansas City,
alsamamtamthe:rsnpportofthaKemp—Roth
proposal, according to spokesmen in their
Washington offices. But both share the tradi-
tional Republican concern with the idea of a
balanced budget and wouid want to cut back on

Court intends to sell home bonds

Some Boone County families may
yet be saved from high interest rates
angd lack of morey in the home-buying
market.

The County Court Thursday unani-
mously passed a resoiution stating iis
intentions of issuing and selling Bome
Mortgage Revenue Bonds, The resohu-
tion said the value of the bords is
‘presently estimated to be about $20
million.”

The court also set a hearing Tuesday
to decide on an underwriter for the
bonds.

Money from the sale of the bonds
would be given to a trustee bank to dis-
tribute to other lending institutions in
lend the money at a lower than market

interest rate to families with incomes
less than $25,000 for buying homes cost-
ing less than $50,000.

The possibility of selling the bonds
with a tax-exempt status came from a
bill passed in the state legisiature but
which has not y2t gone into effect.

could be issnwed later than Nov. 1.

Northern District Judge Dick Farm-
er said the County Court’s action, com-

ing just days before the July 2 dead-

open. It doesn’t necessarily mean that
the county is going to go through with
thesale.

If the court does take action, it will
have to do so after Aug. 13, when the
state bill takes effect, and before Nov.

1, the federal government’s deadline.
