revive ‘dead’ man

Two University freshmen took
time out from a fratermuty formal
party Saturday night to resuscitate
a Kansas City, Mo , student who had
fallen mnto a waterfall pool at the
Westin Crown Center m Kansas

City.

Shane Cook, 19, and Annette Bade,
19, both lifeguards, worked as a
team to revive Dan Morris, a stu-
dent at Rockhurst College in Kansas
City. Cook applied chest compres-
sions while Bade admuustered
mouth-to-mouth resuscitation

Cook, a Delta Sigma Ph pledge,
and Bade, whose boyfriend 1s a
pledge, were attending the Delta
Sigma Phi formal ball Dan Morris
was attending Rockhurst College’s
Tau Kappa Epsilon formal ball in
the same hotel

Morms fell mto a shallow pool at
the base of a two-story waterfall 1n
the hotel lobby around mudmght,
Cook said He fell from a height of
only four feet, but he lost consctous-
ness Bade said the victum may have
received an electncsl shock from
lights and wires near the waterfall.

“He was goofing around on the
rocks getting his picture taken,”
Bade said. “It wasn't high, but he
was electrocuted *’

Cook said he did not see Morris
fall, but he ran over to hum when he
saw a man pulling the unconscious
youth from the pool The man was
yeling, “Help me, I don’t know
what to do'”’ Cook said Peter Sims,
a member of Tau Kappa Epsilon,
pulled Morris from the water,
according to Paul Jokerst, president
of the fraternity

“He was dead,” Bade said “He
dudn’t have any (vital) He had
been lying 1n the water for 30 or 40
seconds."”

Bade said she and Cook worked to-
gether without talking. They said
they just counted, ‘‘one-1,000, two-1,-
000, 1,000, the way people are
taught in cardiopulmonary resusci-
tation classes.

“We didn’t even think, we just did
it,” Bade said. “It was like automat-

Biele said FBI officers were assist-
fng in the search and another 80 law

Trooper Jimmy E Linegar, 31, of
Reeds :rring, Mo, was shot four
times with an automatic rifle and
pronounced dead at Skaggs Comumnu-
glaitﬂ Hospital in Branson, the patrol

Trooper Allen Hines, 36, of Bran-
son, was shot three times and was
taken to the same hospital His inju-
ries were not beheved to be critical,
officials said

The search was centered in rough,
mountainous terrain, said patrol Sgt
Ray Divine

“We've got men all over, planes all
over,” he said Monday afternoon

Biele said the search by air was
haited at dusk but wowa resurne 1n
the morning

“We have no indication that he's
got out of that particular area,’
Biele said ‘““This 15 an area that's
very rural, very rugged Just thou-
sands of acres of mountains and
Riﬂmls We'll continue untd we catch

Tate, a member of the group
known as “‘The Order,” 1s suspected
of murder, counterfeiing and deal-
ina%dln stolen property, authorities

Linegar was shot shortly after
stopping a motornist and calling for a
License check through the patrol’s
computerat1:4lpm CST

Hines arnived seven munutes later
and reported Linegar had been shot
When a thurd officer arrived, he dis-
covered Hines also had been shot

Roadblocks were set upon U S 65,
and a helicopter was used to search
the area about six miles south of
Branson and about three miles north

of the Arkansas hine

Linegar had asked tor a computer
check on a man who gave his name
as Matthew M Samuels, authorities
sald The computer revealed the
name to be an alias used by Tate

The federal indictment, unsealed
Monday 1n Seattle, does not formally
charge any of the 24 defendants with
murder, but cites the killings as an
attempt to show a pattern of crimi-
nal activity

The indictment refers to the am-
bush slaying of Alan Berg, a Jewish
radio personality who was killed out-
side his Denver townhouse last year,
and Walter E West, a white suprem-
acist who disappeared from his
northern Idaho home last spring

Neither of the cases have resulted
in formal murder charges

All of those named 1n the indict-
ment are members of “The Order,””
a violent splinter group of neo-Nazis
who plotted to commut murder and
robberies to further their planned
revolution, the indictment said
