Fertow-Crrizers: Tappear among you
| a stranger to most of you, and for the first
tilme have the-honor to address you as Gov-
ernor of the Térritory of Kansas, ' “The po-
sition was niot sought by me; but was voluh-
tarily tendered by the present chief mayis-.
trate of the nation. As an American citi-
zen, deeply conscious of the blessings which
ever flow from our beloved Union, I did not
consider myself at libérty-to shrink fromas
ny duties, however delicate and onerous,

rec{:(ired of me by iy vountry. " ¢
‘With a full knowledge of all the ¢ircum-
stances surrounding the executive office, |
have deliberately accepted it, and as God
may give me strength and ability, I will en-
deavor faithfully to discharge its varied re-
quirements. When Ireceived my commis-
sion I was solemnly sworn to support the
Constitution "of the United States, and to
discharge my duties as Governor of Kansas

with fidelity. > By reference to the act for’

the organization of this territory passed by
Congress on the 30th day of March, 1854,
I find my duties more particularly defined.
Among other things, I am*to take care that
the laws be faithfully executed.”

The Constitution of the United States and
the Ofganic Law of this territory will be
the lights by which I will be guided in my
executive career. i '

A ¢areful and dispassionate examination
of our Organic Act will satisfy any reason.
able person that its provisions are eminent-
ly just and beneficial. = If this Act hasbeen
distorted to unworthy purposes, it is not the
fault of its provisions. The greatleading
feature of that act is the right therein con.
ferred upon the actual and bona fide inhab.
itants of this territory “in the exercise of
self-government, to determine for them-
selves what shall be their own domestic in-
stitutions, subject, only to the Constitution
and the laws duly enacted by Congress, un-
der it.” The pcople, accustomed to self-
government in the states from whence they
came, and baving removed ta this territor
with the bona fide intention of making 1t
their future residence, were supposed to be
capable of creating their own municipal
government, and to be the best judges of
their own local necessities and institutions.
This is what is termed “popular sovereign-
ty.” By this phrase we simply mean the
right of the majority of the people of the
several states and territories, being quali-
fied electors, to regulate their own domestic
concerns, and to make their own municipal
laws. Thus understood, this docirine un-
derlies the whole system of Republicen gov-
ernment. It is the great right of self-gov-
ernment, for the establisbment of which our
ancestors, in the stormy days of the revolu-
tion, pledged “their lives, their fortunes,
and their sacred honor.”

A doctrine so eminently just should re-
ceive the willing homage of every Ameri-

be brought about, nor who are the traitors
to perpetrate the crime.
