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Our Rivals in Cotton Raising.
It is an interesting question whether the
Ubited States, in resuming the oulture and
export of cotton, is likely to find, in the
foreign markets, dangerous competitors in
those countries whero the growth of the
staple has been so actively stimulated du-
ring the past four years. The English
when shut out from our southern ports,
went busily to work to find or raise cotton
in all the countries of the world that were
adapted to its prodaction. The TCotton
Supply Association distributed cotton seed
wherever there was a prospect of its grow-

ing, and furnished on easy terms, stqam|

plows, steam machinery, and improved
agricaltural implements. But the latest
report of the result of these operations is
not encouraging. Much is expacted, Lut
little has been realized, from Tarkey.—
Egy_pt gives promising returns; but there
i3 trouble frow the decrease in the produc-
tion of grais. There were hopes- of in.
greasing returns, in future years, from the
Arab distriets of Syria, the regions border-
ing on the Persian Gulf, the Southern
parts of Asia Minor and adjacent regions;
and there were both hopes ani prospects
in Greece, Italy, Central and South Amer
ica, the West Indies, Australia, Natal and
various parts of Africa. Disapointment
came from India, for although the supply
had not diminished, it had not inereased;
nevartheless, it was beyond all things, gX-
pedient for British interests to foster the
cotton trade of India. |
It will thus be seen that, though a v&y
respectable stock of cotton has been obtain-
ed during the last three or four years from

other countries than our own, there. are,
for the future, more hopes than as
surances. It must be remembered, too,
that the cotton has been gotten from these
various countries with the greatest diffi-
culty, and that the chief power which has
drawn it out has been the enormons price
that it eommanded. S

Were the United States to cnter the
markets of Kurope on anything like the
old terms, there would be no competitor
that could make even a show standing
against it. Aad should white labor and
machinery.aided by the black labor, enter
in proper forceand style upon cotton cul-
tivation,we shall have better conditions
than formerly, and shall control the cotton
market of Europe.~—AN. ¥ Times.
