MONEY BY CARNEGIE.

Oberlin students who lost their money in
the operations of Mrs. Cassie Chaclwick,
have been reimbursed by Andrew Carnegie.

Fifteen thousand dollars was received
from Carnegie in a letter sent to President
King of Oberlin college. Of this amount $9,- -

000 has boon distributed among the college
students and tho remainder among the
poorer residents of the town who had thciv
savings deposited in the wieclcod bank.

More money will bo sent by the great phil-
anthropist as soon as further statistics of
losses can be compiled. Tho Young Men's
Christian Association which had $3,000 de-
posited in the bank for the puxpoae of crock-
ing a new dormitory will be presented with
a check covering tho entire amount.

As soon as Mr. Carnegie's attention was
called to the fact that (he unfortunate for-
gery of his name had caused mil old hard-
ship, among the student h he oxpiessed him-
self as willing to come to the rescue. Many
students would have been compelled to
leave college if he had not done so

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JUDGE ROBERTS IN JEFFERSON CITY,

Judge Roberts was in Jefforson City Tues-
day and Wednesday in the interest of the
bar examination bill. Judge Roberts, who
represents tho committee of the State Bar
Association, Is the author of the bill and he
was requested by the judiciary committees
of (he house and senate to appear before
them and explain and support the bill.
There is no organized opposition to the bill
and the members of the legislature seem fa-
vorable to the measure. Judge Roberts made
a clear and forcible argument in favor of
tho bill and corrected some erroneous im-

pressions as to tho nature and effect of the
proposed measure. Judge Roberts stayed in
Jefferson City more than Governor Folk's,
allotted thirty hours and he did not repoit
to the governor and still he was not ordered
out of town by Governor Folk.

On Tuesday a citizens' mass meeting was
held at which it was decided to invite the
legislature and state officials to visit Colum-
bia and inspect the University. Committees
were appointed to take charge of the matter
and the legislature will be here some time
about February 4th.

A DEBATING MAGAZINE.

This is the
magazine published by the Harvard Debat-
ing Council, entitled "Bothsides." The pa-
per is a monthly devoted to the interests of
college debating and aims to be broad
enough to secure the support of every debat-

It
will report inteiesting debates giving prefer-
ence of course to those schools which give
the magazine the most support. Yale, Prince-
ton, and other schools have agreed to sup-
port the magazine.
