A dispatch from Winchester, Ya., states
that while a family named Little were at
breakfast, on the morning of July 5, a
feud broke out, when two sons named
Oscar and Lycyus commenced firing at
four other sons and their mother, the lire
being returned by the other sons. Oscar
was wounded, captured and sent to Jail.
Another sou named Clinton was wounded;
also tho mother. Clinton died the next
evening, and the mother will die.

The steamship City of Washington
from Liverpool to New York, struck on
Gull Rock Bar, seventy miles west of
Sambra, on July 5, during the prevalence
of a dense log.

mond, Va., Grand Jury for murder.

George Sands, U. S. N., committed
suicide at Norfolk, Va., on July 10, by
shooting himself through thehead. Cause,
disappointment in love.

Wm. H. Randall, a brakeman on the
Gilman, Clinton & Springftcld Railroad,
was run over by a locomotive on the Tol-

In Jersey City, New Jersey, on
the afternoon of July 11, John Ste-

venson, Deputy U. S. Marshal, was
stabbed and killed bv Jacob Wetland, a
Russian sailor, u deserter from tho Rus-
sian brig Wellam.

Forest Growing.

Thousands of persons have more land
than they care to cultivate to ordinary
crops, and some of it often which is not
good for such crops, but would do well
for timber. Then why not do something
for posterity and perhaps for themselves
too by planting it to forest trees? It is
easy now to do this; the information
gained and imparted by such men as An-
drew S. Fuller, Arthur Bryant, Sen., and
others, has made forest planting compara-
tively an easy matter. Many farmers say
they are working mainly for their chil-
dren, their desire being to leave the latter
something in the shape of property which
will be ''good for a start." In such a
case why not plant a forest? By a ju-
dicious selection of varieties and careful
culture through the balance of a farmer's
life of about middle age, a forest may be
established which will be worth many
thousands of dollars, twenty, thirty, or
iorcy years nence. xncro is too, in plant-
ing a forest, this marked advantage over
a natural forest you can select the best
varieties, such as are reasonably certain
to be always in demand. You can chooso
maples, tulips, pines, the hemlock, black
walnuts, hickory, the ash, chestnut, lo-
cust, &c, &c, separately or together, the
matter to be determined largely by the
character of the soil. How to start in
such an enterprise can easily be learned
from the authors mentioned above, and
from other sources, and a little attempt
at tree-growin- g from seed or seedlings on a
small scale, in advance of starting planta-
tions by die acre,would result in an amount
of practical experience which would be
of great benefit". Cultivation of artificial
forests would not be necessary more than
a few years, as the shading of tho earth
by the trees would soon keep down the
growth of weeds and grass, while tho
leaves would constitute a mulch, as in
natural forests.

The growing scarcity of timber for the
thousand purposes to which it is applied,
with little probability of any substitute
for it which can seriously lessen the de-
mand, renders it well nigh certain that
forests planted now and well started, will
bo a rich legacy to future generations, and
in many cases even to the planters them-
selves.

Ebony.

Ebony is tho product of Brazil, but is
not found in great quantity. It is too
brittle for furniture, except in veneering,
and is mostly consumed for piano and
organ keys, and other small articles. We
read of tho ebony "ccritoirca" and "flti-liothequc-

of olden times, that were so
elaborately carved, and the truth of the
6ameisnot disputed, but the experience
of modern workmen has demonstrated
the fact that instead of these articles being
solid ebony, the flat surfaces were only
veneer one-sixteen- th of an inch thick, ond
the elegant carvings were of pear or beech
wood and dyed to match the ebony. The
writer tried to make a set of parlor furni-
ture of solid ebony, but the wood split so
easily that the labor of repairing during
construction was almost equal to the con-
struction. A fine imitation of ebony, and
one that is really better for service than
tho wood itself, is made from pear, beech,
maple, or any close-graine- d wood. Boil
tho chips of logwood m an iron vessel and
saturate the wood to be dyed several time
until the liquid penetrates the grain ; then
take iron filings, or rusty iron, and pour
vinegar over it. Let it remain until it is

done effervescing, and then apply it to the
wood while wet with Hie logwood juice.
This wS make a line ebony black, and
