Reading Newspapers.

Mr. JQTammkktok, in his " Intellectual
Life," addresses an interesting letter to a
highly cultivated gentleman who con-
gratulated himself on having abandoned
the habit of reading tho newspapers.
There are fastidious people, affecting a
culture and refinement they do not posess,
who toss the newspaper aside witk im-
patience, and speak of it with contempt
ns a coarse and plebeian thing made for the
vulgar multitude. They want a literature
of old or noble authors, and have nothing
but disdain for the nobodies who write
for the press and the nothings they per-
petrate. This class is small, and growing
smaller. But a great many people have
come to look on tho newspiper as cheap
and of little account except in some
period of intense excitement, when the
whole community waits with breathless
anxiety for the newest information . The
great number of papers printed and their
cheapness, create a surfeit which blinds
tho eyes of most people to their real merit
and their immense value as a form ot
literary life and a means of education. It
does not follow because a paper can be
bought for little that it is worth but little.
Some of the ablest minds and most of the
brightest, strongest, sharpest, and most
entertaining writers of the age are con-
nected with journalism ; and the wisest
and best things in the works that aspire
to permanency, the cream of the richest
contemporary literature, are given to the
public in the papfrs of the day. In read-
ing a good newspaper, one takes a bird's-ey- e

view of the whole world, and, if his
attention is sometimes called to objects he
prefers not to see, there are a plenty ot
views full of int-rcs- t and fascination.

Mr. Ilammcrton congratulates his fas-
tidious friend on saving some five hun-
dred hours a year from newspaper read-
ing for intellectual pursuits, and ironi-
cally suggests some of the fine tilings he
may do. But it docs not occur to him to
inquire what lie pays for these fifty work-
ing days. It is worth the whilo to
think what one who never reads the
newspaper loses by his small economy.
He loses the living record of the time he
lives in the history his generation is
making. He loses all the fresh informa-
tion, the important knowledge, the ac-

counts of persons and events, the story of
discovery and adventure, of calamity and
crime, of generosity and heroism, with
which its columns teem. Ho loses
tho wit with which it sparkles, and tho
wisdom with which it is weighted, and
tho electric thoughts with which it is
charged. He loses, what is more than
any or all of these, the sympathetic life
of the age of which he is a part, and with-
out which he is a leaf broken from the
stem and dying, even though apparently
alive.

For, really the modern newspaper is the
organ of communication between the

orld and the individual, and only the
newspaper reader gets its message, leels
its pulse, and receives its inspiration.
Emerson suggests that the newspaper
should be dropped for standard authors.
But as well say abandon all talk with
your children and neighbors for John-
son's plays and Plato's dialogues.
The literature of the Elizabethan
age may be fine and grand in its way,
and richly worth the study; but to drop
the newspaner for the old authors,
which cannot bo read without explana-
tion, is like going from a clover-ilel- d or
conservatory to a herbarium. Mr. Emer-
son himself is one of tho closest readers
of the newspaper, his quick oye detect-
ing at a glance the things of special in-

terest and service to him. Ho goes to the
daily journal as the bee to the meadows,
sure to ilud honey somewhere, if not
everywhere. It is a s-ugges- tive fact that
some of the best works of contemporary,
literature were first published in the
journals of the day. The essays of Hay--
waru ana .Button in JEnglaud, ana tne
lectures of Agasslz, Beecner, and other
eminent men in this country, were first
first given to the public in the newspaper.
The most characteristic and vigorous
writing of our time is found in the news-
paper. And, by reading the news-
paper wisely and well, one learns what
is most worth the knowing, and gets the
taste for reading and the power of appre-
ciating standard works. It does not fol-

low that everybody should read every-
thing that happens to get printed in a
newspaper, any more than that he should
eat everything that is set on the break-
fast table. If he has no tnsto for mur-
ders, let him take to tho marriages. If
he does not care for tho editorials, he
may find something of interest in the
news, and some very serious and weighty
jokes. Even the advertisements are en-

tertaining and suggestive, and oftentimes
a whole argument or history Is given in
an illustration. The jnodern newspaper
is a miniature library, and whoever reads
it with intelligence and discrimination
will find it a source of knowledge, enter-
tainment, and culture; and a man may us
well try to keep in working condition by
feeding on fossils,, as to keep abreast of
tho time without rending a good news-
paper.

Training the Cucumber.

Tho grapevine, as it is well
known, seems fairly to rejoice when it
can find a iarge mass of twiggy brush to
ramble over as it wills, and so does the
cucumber. No oneWho lias not tried can
bave any idea of the luxurious growth of
a cucumber when trailed to a stake
which has a set of stubby side branches
left along its length, A great advantage
in this style of culture is that they occupy
far less ground than when permitted to
spread over the surface in the-usu- al way.
This is a great gain to small gardens
and to large ones, for that matter ; for if
we have land enough and to spare, few of
us have time to waste in preparing more
of it thanisnecessaiy for the perfection
of a crop. Gardner's Monthly.

A "White Coinaiiciio.

The Mayor of St. Louis, Mo., recently
granted a railroad pass to a youth fifteen
years old, named Merritt Castell,who, in
explanation of his extraordinary appear-
ance and application for transportation,
gave the following account of his preced-
ing adventures : In January fast he left
Newport, Ky., with his uncle, who for
more than twenty years has been a cattle
buyer on the Mexican frontier. When
they reached Fort Sill, Merritt and an
other boy went to water some horses at
the stream. While doing so they heard
sounds of tho call of wild turkeys in the
woods. Being armed with a rifle, Mer-
ritt left the horses in charge of his com-
panion and started in ouisuit of the tur-
keys, which moved fmther into tho
woods as he approached. After proceed-
ing some distance an Indian suddenly
sprang up in front of him, and the boy
leveled his rifle and fired, the bullet graz-
ing the neck of the savage. Another In-
dian came behind him and knocked him
down with a blow from his tomahawk.
He was stunned for a moment, and on re-
covering found hU gun taken possession
of and his hands pinioned behind his back.
He was then rapidly and silently con-
veyed to the village of the Indians, and
given to understand that he was a pris-
oner. He was well treated, however, and
soon became attached to his captors.
They frequently took him on their hunt-
ing excursions, taught him to ride the
untamed mu3tang, to chase the buffalo,
and to circumvent tho beaver. The wild
life of the savages and their rude customs
proved congenial to his adventurous
spirit, and he was fast losing all desire to
return to the haunts of civilization,
and becoming a proficient in the
savage arts of the red man. But
the mercenary savages had no idea
of adopting him into their tribe and
making him a (,big medicine" or
bloodthirsty chief. They had captured
him "on speculation," and designed to
sell him as a slave to whosoever might be
disposed to purchase such a chattel. They
had other white boys in captivity for the
lame purpose, and had sold many to other
tribes ami to the Mexicans. They did not
care to steal men, because they were too
troublesome to watch, and generally made
their escape, and brought the vengeance
of the "Long Knives" upon the poor In-
dian. Boys soon became naturalized in
the tribe, and in a few months made
"good Indians." The savages sent word
to General Davidson, at Fort Sill, that
they had a white boy for sale, and the
General, thinking it was better to buy the
lad than to attempt to take him by force,
opened negotiations, and purchased Mer-

ritt Castell for two barrels of flour. He
sent the boy to Fort Gibson under escort,
anu uiencc ne was lorwaraeu to &c. JjOuis
by rail as a dead-hea- d. Mayor Overstolz
listened with deep interest to the story of
the lad, and questioned him closely, re-
ceiving candid and stiaightforward an-
swers. The boy stated that he liked tho
radians mucli better than the whites;
there was something In the free air of the
plains and the wild life of the red man that
accorded with his views of personal lib-
erty, and he declared that he Intended to
return to them and take up his permanent
residence among them. Ho delighted in
the exciting spurt of the buffalo chase,
and felt able to tackle the biggest black
black bear in tho forest, and had made
some progress in the art and mystery of
throwing the lasso. Tne spotted mus-
tang suited his taste better than the
gentlest thoroughbred of Kentucky, and
tho howl of tho coyote was more musical
to his car than tlio sweetest notes of the
piano. The soft turf ot the prairie fur-

nished a better pillow than the downy
cushion, andtheuluesky was roof enough
for him. He was "bound to be a Coman-
che." and if he carries out his purpose he
will, no doubt, rise to distinction In the
tribe, and learn to take a scalp as grace-
fully as Spotted Tail or Big Thunder.

ergy. There are physiologists who at-
tribute the remarkable success of States
like Ohio, Indiana and Illinois to the
bounty and perfection of the wheat crop,
and the Intellectual stimulus, or rather
food, which it aflords the brain.

There is a Southern wheat belt, which
includes Australia in part, South Africa,
New Zealand, and a part of South Amer-
ica, where a civilization equal to that of
the central north of the United States is
growing up.

wheat-mea- l takes the place ol bolted flour,
and the people learn to make bread with-
out yeast or risings. Good bread is em-
phatically tho "staff of life;' but the
commercial article is the way of dyspep-
sia and premature death.

Sponges.

Tho fine, soft, Syrian sponge, is dis-
tinguished by its lightness, its fine flaxen
color ; its form, which is that of a cup ;
Its surface convex, volutcd, pierced with
innumerable small orifices, the concave
part of which presents canals of much
greater diameter, which are prolonged to
the exterior surface in such a manner that
the summit is nearly always pierced
throughout in many places. This sponge
is sometimes blanched bv the aid of caus-
tic alkalies ; but this preparation not only
helps to destroy its texture, but also
changes its color. This sponge is specially
employed for the toilet, and its price is
high. Specimens which are round-shape- d,

large and soft, sometimes produce very
high prices. The flue sponge of the Gre-
cian Archipelago is scarcely distinguish-
able from that of Syria, either before,' or
after being cleansed; nevertheless, if is
weightier, its texture is not so fineind
the holes with which it is pierced are at
once larger and less in number, It is
nearly of the same country ns tho former

in fact, tho fishing for it extends along
the Syrian coast, as well as tho littoral i
zone of the Archipelago and Burbary.
The fine, haid sponge, called Greek, is
less sought for than cither of the preced-
ing : it is, however, most useful for do-

mestic and for certain industrial pur-
poses. Its mass is irregular ; it is of a yel-
lowish color; it is hard and compact, and
pi rccd with small holes. The white
6ponge of Syiia, called Venetian, is
esteemed for its lightness, the regularity
of its form, and its solidity, In its rough
state it is brown in color, and of a fine
texture, comnactand firm. When cleansed
it becomes flaxen-colore- d, and of a looser
texture. The orifices of the great chan-
nels which traverse it are rough and
bristly. The blown Burbary sponge,
when first taken out of the water, pre-
sents in itself as an elongated flattened
body, gelatinous, and charged with black-
ish mud. It is then hard, heavy, coarse,
and of a reddish color. When well washed
In water, it becomes round in shape, still
remaining heavy and reddish. Il presents
many gaps, the intervals of which arc oc-

cupied by a sinuous and tenacious net-

work. It is valuable for domestic use, be-cau- so

of the facility with winch it ab-

sorbs water, and its great strength. Other
sorts of sponges are very abundant. The
blonde sponge of the Archipelago, often
confounded with the Venetian ; tho hard
Barbary sponge, called gelina, which only
comes by accident into France ; the Sa-loni- ca

sponge is of middling quality;
finally, the Bahama sponge, from the An-
tilles, is wanting in flexibility, and is a
little harsh, and so is sold at a low price,
having few useful properties to recom-
mend it.
