Safety in Ocean Iravel.

Theloss of the steamship Atlantie, ot
the White Star Line, and the City of Wash-
ington, of the Jnman Line, hoth of which
ran into shallow water and foundered on
the rocks, has set inventive minds Lo think-
ing whetlier some device could not he made
to prevent such aecidents in the futare.
One inventor, Mr. 1. D, Gird, of Syrz-
ense, N, Y., has a very simple plan which
has already attracted the attention of some
of the steamship owners.  This plan i<
based on the law of specifie pravity, which
makes the pressure exerted by a col‘umn
of waler “twenly futhoms “deep thuch
greater, of eourse, than that exerted hy a
column only four or five fathoms in depth.
‘Ihe dpparatus consists of n hollow line or
flexible tube, at the lower end of "which is
a weight and an air-chamber, with 2 pis-
ton, upon the outer suvtiee of which the
pressure is received.  The upper end of
this tube is attached to the ship in the cu-
rine-room, and a pres<ure-gutige. resem-
ling an *“aneroid” baremeter, indicates
coustantly the depth at which the welght
is depending witl as muclt :u_-l'u(‘-'lf’.\_‘_""l"_
cluimed, as the steam-gurge m(h.z::llilla‘_ W
prossure on the boilor,”As the ves< -{'-( ('lllh.
