COMMERCKE AND XNDUSTRY.
Gold closed in New York, November 1,
at 108},
I6is stated that the Comptroller of the
Currency in his fortheoming report will
urge the repeal of ihe law authorizing the
withdrawal of twenty-five millions of na-
tional eurrency from the Eastern States
for distribution among the Western States,
they not having their just, proportion, and
recommending that the whole volume ot
national bank notes be increased twenty-
five millions, all of this to be distributed
among the Western States, thus leaving
the civeulation in the Eastern States the
same as at present.

It is stated that the Sceretary of the
"I'reasury has so far modified his reported
intention of paying out gilver in licu of
areenbneks or fractional currency, as to
limit the amount of silver coin thus to be
issued to the sum of five dollars o any one
person.  'The balance of all drafts pre-
sented will be paid in greenhacks as for
merly, .

It ig stated in a Washington special that
the President is favorable to the issue of a
new hond, bearing alow rate of interest,
couvertible into greenbacks at the will of
the holder,

The Senate Transportation Committee
visited Lonisville, Oct. 28, and left for St.

The railroad companies centeriug in
Chieago, it is stated, have all aoreed to re-

IMPORTANT CORRESPONDENCE BETWEEN TTIE
POPE AND TIIE EMPEROR WILLIAM,
The following letters which recently
passed Detween the Pope and the Emperor
William have been made publie:
THE POPE's LUTTER,
VATIcAN, Aurust 7, 1873,

Toun Masesty: The measures which have
been wdopted by your Majesty’s Government for
some fime past, all aim more and more ut the de-
stingtion of Cathaliclsm. When I seriously pon-
der over fhe causes which may have led to these
very hard measures, I confess” that [am unable
to diseover uny renson for such a course. _On the
other hantl, T um informed that vour Majesty
toes not countenance the proceedings of your
government, aud does not approve the barsh-
ness of the measures ndopted aguinst the Cotholie
veliglon. Ity then, it De e that your Majesty
does not approve thereof—and the letlers which
your august Majesty has addressed to me for-
merly, might sulliciently demonstrate that you
cannot apprave that which is now ocomrring—if,
t say, your Majesty does not approve al’ your gov-
erntuent eontmuing in the puth if has chosen of
further extending its vigorous measures ammst
the religion of Jusus Christ, wherehy (he tntter s
most injurlously affected, witl your Majesty then
not hecome eonvineed that fhese mensures have

Mujesty’s own throne I spenk with frankness,
formy bunner is trathy Iepenk in ovder to ful(iil
oue ol my duties, which consiets in telling truth
to all, even to those who nrenot Catholies, for
every one wWho has heen baptised belongs in some
way or ofher (which to define move freely wounld
be here ontof place)—helongs, Isny, to the Pope.

Iow Stokes Received his Sentences

A correspondent of the Chicago Times
gives the following aceount of the closing
seencs in the famous Stolkes trial :

' The jury went, out at a quarter Defore
five o’clock, The cighth “juror, who is
charged with visiting several of the worst
resors in the city the other uight, and
while drunk honsting that he amd another
had received S300 eich to acquit Stokes,
was the eynosure of all eyes to-day. Ile
is a fall fine-looking man. with an unusual-
ly high forchead. an intelligent coun-
tonance and a full black beard: ife bore
the seratiny bravely,as he is probably
still unaware of the stories that have been
published about him.

. Slokes appears Lo have changed huf Tittle
fince his arrest,  The story about
his being grayer, and about hix looking ill,
is all hosh, 1le wag neatly dressed in the
height of the reigning fashion, but, (aste-
fully 50, and seeined to be in the hest of
gpirits, siiling and chalting gayly with
those avound him, His father, mother,
hrother, sicter and four uneles and aunts
sab in his rear,
Very few except the counsel and the
prisoner left their seats when the jury re-
tired. 'I'he women drew forth their luneh
haskets again, and the men lighted their
cigars and prepared to stick 1hé night ont,
for the outer doors of the court-house had
been loglked, and no person wis admitted
from the street without authorily. So the
dreary hours pussed it ehalting about the
ase 1ntil twenty-five minutes past ten
o’clock, ywhen a stir was ereated by the en-
trance of the connsel for the defense, closc-
ly followed by the prisoner and his rela-
tives, the counsel for the prosceution.

Jury. Instantly every sound was husheq,
and all heads Dent forward as the clerk
avose and polled the jury, *fs the pris-
oner here?” was the nextSuquiry.  Stokes
and his brother answered simultancously
in the allirmative.  The prisoner looked
sober aud anxious,  “Ifave you ngread
upon a_verdiet?” agked the clerls of the
jury. Tor several seconds there was
no reply, and the silence heeame pain-
ful, "Then the aged foreman slowly arose
and said : “We wish, your honor, to he in-

slaughter,”  Stokes turned a shade paler,
Whatever of hope he may have had of ac-
quittal had been rudely dispelled,  The
cflect upon the audience was equally
nurked.

further deliberation, uud the talking and
smoking was resumed,
At twenty minutes past 11 the judge,
counse], prisoner and jury again entered
the court-room, and once more u deep hush
fell on the assembled multitude,” The
ceremony of polling the jury having been
gone through with, 1liey were asked
again_ whether they had  arrived  at
a verdiet.  To the astonishment of ev-

Mr, Tremaine, how-
ever, sprang to his feel, and made an car-
nest appeal to his honor to take info con-
sideration the imprisonment and greal sul-
fering the prisoner had alveady undergone,
Ile begged that the utmost merey should
be Jaccorded  his client,  During the
harangne Judge Davis' countenance was
