INTEREST ON DEPOSITS.

The Seeretary condemmns the practice b
hanks of allowing interest on deposits paya-
ble on demand. 1le says that it tends to ne-
cumulate curreney iu lavge cities, where, not
Leing requived by the demands of ordinary
husiuess, it is lomed on eall to specalators.
When aetivity in legitimate buginess retuyns.,
and the temporary investments are ealled m.
e business of the hanks is jeopavdized, the an-
nual reeurring stringeney in the money mi-
kev Is incrensed and husiness generatly de-
fanged,  ITe adds that while legistation by
Congress cannot prevent State hanks and pri-
vate bankers from continuing the practice, it
v prevent national banks from doig ~o, and
he recommends that they ho prevented from
puying interest on deposits, or that they be
resiricted and limited therein, either by di-
veet probation, by diseriminating taxation,
or otherwise,

Concerning the prevailing sentiment {hat
more elistivity should be given to the vohune
ol the curreney, he recommends that Con-
gresy thovoughly eonsider the. sulject, and
that in their mouivy they should avoid uny
turther inflation of the issue of irredecmable
fegad tender notes, and keep in view a per-
manent return {o a sound hasis of specie pay-
ment. Ve thinks thal whenever an emer-
weney ariges retidering it neeessary to fem-
porarily enlarge the paper money cireunlation,
provision may he made to permit the national
banks to » limited extent to inervease their
note eireulation by a pledge of United States
houds, hearving no inferest while so plecieed,
or subjecting the banks Lo ~pecial laxation
upon the eivéulnting notes obtyined thercon,
or upon sich othegy terms as would maha it
for theiv interest (0 recull the notes and re-
deem the honds :f the earliest possible day af
ter the prossure and their necessities should
have ceased.  But he regards any large aug-
mentation of the legal tender notes ina time
of peace as a departure from the declaration
of public policy snd the pledge of the

to the National creditors made inthe nel of
June 40, 1864, thal the amount of such nofes
should hever exceed 500,000,000, and from
that movre solenn pledge contained in the fiest
act of the Forty-fivat Congress, ¢ to make pro-
visjon ut the cirliest practieable perfod for the
redemption of United States notes in coin.”

Alluding to the growing desire nmong the
people to resiore the paper cirenlation to &
speele standard, he says:

It 13 not possible to resume nnd maintain specie
payments with 80 large an mmount of noles i cir-
culation and o small an amount of gold in the
country. ‘Ihe volume of cturcncy must he ve-
duced or that of coin greatly ingreased. Should
the national Lunks he prohibited from scling the
coin veceived by them as inferest upon bonda
Pledzed 1o sreure eirentahion, 1etaining the sume
n whoelo or in part inreserve, o loantng 1t inthe
dizcount of bitls nud notes puyahle in coin, a8
Congiess might prescr ihe, thiere would be o grad-
wal ncemmularion of gold in the banks which
would do eomelhing toward prepheing fOx xes
swmption, 'Khis, With n cousiant incresse of
coln In the trensury, nudertaken with tlie nppro-
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val of Congress, would cre long lead fo the de-
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meren of the port of New York, where are eol-
leeted about sinty-seven per cent. of all the
duties levied on Tmported goods, has already
rendered. the Custem House aceommodatlons
there quite insuflicient.  With (he corttin in-
crease of husiess whieh this port must uttain m
the future, and with the prospeet of jts becoi-
g more and ueore an exchange center for
otiier countries, it 18 o matter ~of the first
impartance to select, al an early duy, & site for
new Custom Iouse on a larger seale, toguther
with the huildimgs needed in connection thiere-
witly, whore the silnation, eonvenienes, and ne-
commodiations will be adequate to the require-
ments and wortby of the positton ot this great
mart, ‘dheexpense of vrecting the building may
well e eatended over o seifis of yems, ‘the
present Custoin House lot may be sold 1o wivanl-
age, when no longer required, in it reumbinse-
nient of the cXpense 1 enrnetly tomnew s
stbjeet Lo the congidamtion of Congress.
