VASCO DA GAMA AT CAL-
CUTTA.

The First European Voyage to
India.

The good fortune which had

favored the fleet thus far still

continued, and at the end of a

month's pleasant sailing the high|

hills near Calicut came in sight.
Anchoring some distance from
the city. Da Gama sent on shore
to reconnoitre one of the crimi-
nals he had brought with him
for the purpose. The man was
conducted to the house of a Moor
who could speak Spanish. and
who at once roughly demanded
what he had come for. After
some conversation, however, he
grew more courteous. and ag-
companied his visitor baci to e
ship, where heaccosted Da Gama
in Spanish with the words:
“Good luck! good luck! many
rubies: many emeralds. Thou
art bound to give God thanks,
for He has brought you where
there are all sorts of spices, and
precious stones. with all the
riches of the world.” The Ad-
miral and his companions were so
much delighted at hearing this
good news in a Christian tongue
when so far from home that they
wept for joy. The Moor prom-
ised to do all the service he could
for them, and returned to land
leaving them in high spirits.

Very soon an invitation came
from the Samorin, as the King
of Calicut was called, to pay him
a visit. Taking twelve of his
companions, Da Gama accepted
although his brother officers
feared treacheryon the part of
the Moors, who were very nu
merous and influential. They
were received with much pomp,
and borne 1 splendid litters
through crowded streets to the
palace, where the Samorin wel-
comed them with every mark of
respect. He was found reclining
in a large room. the floors and
walls of which were covered with
rich velvets and silks. while he
himsell was clothed in fine linen.
stiff with gold embroidery and
pearls, his turban gleaming with
precious stones, and his fingers
and toes being laden with dia-
mond rings. His attendants all
held their left hands before their
mouths lest their breath should
reach the royal beings.

The visitors having been duly
seated, refreshments in the form
of fruits were introduaced, follow-
ed by water in a curious vess.]
having a long golden spout. Be-
ing informed that it was a gross
breach of etiquelte to let the
spout touch their lips. the Port-
ugese were fain to hold the ves-
scq off at some distance and try
1o pour the water in their gaping
mouths as the natives did. DBut
being unused to the proceeding,
they made a poor business of it.
and spilled a good deal, where-
upon the courtiers showed that
they could be as guilty of bad
manners as they subsequently
proved of bad faith by laughing
outright at their guests awl-
wardness.

At the outset the Samorin
evinced every desire to be friend-
ly, and to gratify Da Gama's dc-
sire to open up trade. But no
sooner was this appavent than
the Moors. who for a lung time
had had a monopoly of the com-
merce of India. which they car-
ried on by way of the Red Sea
and Alexandria. began to plot
against their European rivals,
and by bribing thz Samorin's
courtiers, succeeded in filling his
mind with suspicions about the
new comers. The unegotiations
which had opened so prosperous-
ly were interrupted. and finally
the Admiral and some of his com-
panions were seized and confined.
not being released until Da
Gama's brother had sent a quan-
tity of goods as ransom.

On regaining his liberty. Da
Gama was so disgusted at this
treachery that he resolved to set
out for home. Two days after
he sailed he was attacked during
a calm by sixty large boats full
of soldiers. Happily a wind
sprang up in time to save the
Portuguese fleet from falling into
the hands of these treacherous
rascals, and the homeward voy-
age was begun without further
mishap.—Harper's Young Peo
ple.

Mzr. Stephen J. Lang. of Lang
& Souns, wholesale liquor dealcrs,
has notlived in this city 10 ycars.
having removed here from New
Yorit in 1869. but he is, never-
theless, @ prominent member of
a little band of Hungarian pa-
triots now residing in St. Louis.
Like Colonel Albert, Mr. Lang
is a native of Buda-Pesth, and
like Colonel Albert. also. he was
a major in the Hungarian army
from the spring of 18iR {0 the
surrender of General Goergey.
He was. however, a major of ar-
tillery, and after the battle of
Temesvar he fled to Turkey. 1le
slipped away with a number of
«other majors and captains the
night before the surrender, as he
felt sanguine the Russians would
not protect the ofticers from the
Austrians after they became
Prince Paskiewitch's prisoners.
It turned out even worse than
