To candy orange and lemon
peel, throw the peel as you col
lect it into salt water and let it
stand two or three weeks. Re-
move from the brine, wash well
in clear, cold water, and boil un-
til tender in fresh water. It will
take about three hours for lemon
peel and two for orange. Drain
from the water and drop intoa
thin syrup made in the propor-
tion of one pound of sugar to
one pint of water; simmer gently
until the peel is transparent and
the syrup almost boiled away.
Drain the pieces and drop into
a thick syrup which must be boil-
ing; remove from the fire and
stir until the whole looks white,
then lift out each piece of peel
and roll it in granulated sugar.
When quite dry pack in jars
with tissue paper between the
layers. — [November Ladies’
Home Journal.

Mrs. Lincoln’s Orange Salad
Dressing.

Mrs. Lincoln's formula for a
dressing for orange salad is as
follows: Beat the yolks of four
eggs until very thiclkk and light
colored, then! beat into them
gradually one cupful of sified
powdered sugar and half a level
teaspoonful of sclt and beat un-
til the sugar is dissolved. Add
the juice of two lemons and beat
again, Pcel and slice thin six
bananas. Peel four oranges,
cutting ciose to the pulp. pick
out the sceds, and slice them
across in thin slices.

Jeflerson D. Storts, who rep-
resented Shannon couniy twvo
terms in the legislature, fur-
nishes an example for an article
on the “Rise and TFall of
Statesman.” Jeff was elected to
the legislatare from Shannon
county in 1882. At that timehe
was a young lawyer of promise
but without] mueh experience.
When the legislature assembled
in January, 1883, Jeff was one of
the first men on the ground and
he made a favorable impression
as the session wore along. He
possessed much native eloquence

and advocated measures with a
sturdy honesty and force that

that he would find his wayto
Congress. Before the session
closed, however, lie became less
attentive to business and put in
much of his time playing poker,
with the result that when the
the session adjourned he was
forced to mortgage a piece of
of Shannon county land to liquid-
ate his board vill and borrow a
small sum from a kind-hearted
state official in order to rcach
Shannon county. At this stage
of his career he was too honest
to accept a railroad pass.

In 1884 the Shanrnon county
people re-elected Jefl. to the leg-
islature, and during that session
he led a wild life. So faras his
ability permited, he was into all
jobs, when not engaged in chase
ing jack-pots. News of his ca-
reer reached Shannon county
and his constituents forthwith
gave him the “frozen face,’ and
in such an emphatic manner that
he did not re‘uin there to live.
At the close of the 1883 session

POTATOLES AN UNUEALTHY
FOOD.

Tuber Discussed From a
Literary, Scientitie and Cul-
inary IPoint of Yiew.

Joha Gilmer Speed. Dr. Cyrus
Edson (ex-President of the New
York Board of Health) and Mrs.
S. T. Rorer learnedly discusss
“The Potato as a Daily Diet,”
jiu November Ladies Home Jour-
nal, and pretty conclusively
prove that the humble tuberis
not a healthful article of food.
Mr. Speed asserts that the po-
tato as a food is not nearly so
valuable as we have been very
yenerally estecmed it to be. It
is quite deficient in nitrogen,
and as a sole diet is therefore
unsuitable. It is hard to digest
and therefore should be partaken
of very sparingly by all save
those who live active lives out-
of-doors. * * * The potato
provokes our great national ail-
ment, dyspepsia, and the sooner
the consumption of the mealy
tuber begins the sooner will the

dread fangs of the dyspepsia ap-

pear. o
Dr. Edson in a rejoinder to
Mr. Speed writes: I must quite
agree with Mr. Speed in his con-
demnation of the potato. I am
sorry to lhave to say anything
against the humble tuber, but
the trunth, especially when it is
scientitic. and more especially
medico-scientific, must be toldl
It is certain no one can at al-
times cal the potato with the as
surance that it will do him no
harm * * % * The prac-
tice of feeding potatoes to infants
and young children cannot be
too severely condemned. A .po-
tato diet may not kill them our-
right at once, but it is certain to
injure their digeslive organs per-
manently and cffectually, so as
to make their lives a burden to
themselves and those who are
brought in contact with them.
Dr. Edson also contends that the
potato is very deficient in nutri-
tive qualities, and has less value
as an article of food than most
other vegetables and cereals.
Mrs. Rorer writes: 1 amn not

a potato prohibitionist, but I
firmly believe that potatoes
should be served only with

strongly-concentrated nitrogen-
ous food, such as roastcd beef,
or. for the vegetarian., with
beans, peas or lentils.
