To the chemist it has long beon a
wonder that the oxidés, which in large
mills amounts to no ingigniticant sum
thrown away, had not been utilized for
some purpose in the arts ey wanufact-

works at Eaton. 'This firtn obtain their
senles from these works and ether roll-
ing mills adjacent, as it passes from
the machines, and by processes known
to themselves Is manufactured into
paint for iron, Thus we have steel
structures painted with steel and ap-
parently this steel covering will last
torever.

It has beon demonsirated in other
laborutories, as well a8 our own, that
these acitles of rust inay be reduced by
ernshing to a powder possessing not a
particle more grit than wheat flonr, af-
ter which it is readily mixed with oil
and the shade of color desired is made
the saume as other paints.

. We are ereditably informed that a
ship’s boltom was painted with this
new discovery of an old preduct, and
made the Voyage from London to India
and return without the slightest indi-
cation of barnacles or Yrrasses. The
test we made of this waste would indi-
cate that two varieties of paint could
well be made. The substince would
of itself bo anti-corrosive, and if this
country sees fit to investigate the mat-
ter it will not be long before it will su-
percedo coal tar for protecting blast
furnaces, as it will most effectually
prevent rusting and form an excellent
protection to all metallic surfaces,

For the painting of iron bridges and
such structures pluaced below water,
this paint would soon supercede all
others. At another time, after further
tests aro completed, we may have more
to say of this subject; in the meantime
all our redders interested in the matter
aro cardially invited to ask any ques-
tions, aud if necessary suggest any
changes in the investigation that may
strike them as pertinent, or we will
make free of charge to them any and
