“Thigsentiment is the same,’ substance,

“Go! You Are Discharged?”

This is the sentence which Senator
Bayard,.on behalf of the European
Money Power, pronounced against
the Republican party, in Ius recent
New York speech. Mis reasons for
the judgment thus rendered against
the party which had served Shylock
so Taithfully for fiffecn years were as
follows:

1. Because it put off the day of
greenback redemption until 1879.

2. Because in 1873, when bauk-
ruptey stared the country in the
face, the Republican party took a
backward step, when, at the urgent
demand of business men, itre-issued
$28,000,000 of greenbacks which had
been redeemed inbonds and retired
by Hugh Mec-Culloch. This infla-
tion act he charges, passed the sen-
ale with Sherman’s aid and advoca-
cy ; passsd a republican house, and
was approved by General Grant, a
Republican president.

3. The Republican party passed
the juggling measures called the re
sumption act; John Sherman refus-
ing to entertain an amendment offer:
ed by Mr. Bayard to prevent tle re
issue of greenbacks after redemption
by adding the words, ‘‘and destroy-
ed’’ after “‘retired.”’

Mr. Bayard then declared himself
in favor of veal resumption, and
pledged the Democratic candidales
to the same kind of resumption. 1o
said;

The meeting Which Senator Bay-
ard addressed was presided over hy
August Belmont, the American head
of the house Rothschilds. It was
the same Belmont who in 1868, st
the command of Baron James Roth-
childs, defeated Horatio Scymour,
beeause he opposed the credit stren-
glhening act. It was the same Bol-
mont, who in obedicnce to the com-
mand of the European Moncy Iower,
secured the election of General
Grant in 1868, and kept him in execc-
utive power for cight ycars.

In his opening address Mr. Bel-
mont expresses the most unbounded
faith and confidence in the fidelity of
Hancock and English to the interests
which he rvepresented.

The next day came a special dis-
patch from Washington claiming the
most trustworthy information to the
effect that Gen, Hancock has already
assurcd  August Belmont that he
(Belmont) shall be secretary of the
treasury in the event of Democratic
success, aud that for this reason Bel-
mont is taking an unusually active
part in the campaign, and has agreed
to spend large sums of money.

The Republican party lost its con-
trol of cougress before the Money
Power had secured its desired legis-
lation, while the Democrats poersist-
ently refused their aid until they
should come in possession of the
whole government.

The Shylock iuterest saw that to
secure the legislation which the Re-
publicaus had failed to enact when
in power, it would be necessary to
harmonizo aud unify the exceculive
and the legislative branches of the -
government; and as il was casier to
secure a president to co-operate with
a Democratic congress in sympathy
with a Republican execulive, it was
only necessary to *‘fix,”’ and procure
the pledges of fhe Democratie candi-
dates and the leaders knowing well
that the rank and file would obey
with characteristic obsequiousness
and sccurity.’

To this end a **sound hard money’’
platform was adopted by the Cincin-
natti convention. Then ecandidates
were sought who would pledge them-
sclves and the party to  carry out to
the extreme their unfinished financial
policy. That policy and those pled-
ger have now been posted on "all the
bill-hoards of political discussion by
Bayard, their advance agent.

In the contract, and in further
consideration of the fruits and spoils
of victory, the Democracy have a-
greed to place the Money Power of
Europe, whose head is the Roths-
childs, in charge of the treasury of
the United $States, by making their
agent secretary of the treasury.
Far more degrading to American in-
dependence than the union of church
and state or the hereditary succession
of rulers, would he the control of our
financial affairs, and consequently
our industrial interest, by the fund-
holding Jews of Lombard street and
Hamburg. Sceing the advantage
gained by the Democracy, in this -
last desperale effort for supremacy,
Secretary Sherman hastens to  bow
the head of the Republican party . lo
the feet of Shylock still lower if pos-
sible than Senator Bayard succeeded
in prostrating that of the Democracy.
In a speech at ITyattsville, Maryland,
two days after Bayard delivered * his
remarkable speech in New York,
John Sherman frantically claimed
for the Republican party all the cred-
it of the past twelve years’ finaneial
legislation favorable to the Money
Yower, in spile of Democeratic oppo- .
sition, including ihat of Bayard.
The old Whig and Democratic par-
tics cringed at the feet of the Slave*
Power for ils support, each endeavor-
ing to prostrate itsolf lower than its
rival ; so we witness t{o-day the hu-
miliating” speetacle of the two old
parties viewing with each other for
the championship in ‘& scheme of
spoliation and  wholesale robbery
that would have put the brigands o/
the dark ages to  shame, could they -
have compreliended its - magnituda.- - -
